SAE uses an online ballot system. You will receive an email from SAE with a link to the SAE AS-2c ballot site (http://www.sae.org/servlets/works/ballotAction.do?comtID=TEAAS2C). To access it you will need an account on www.sae.org. 

You may provide comments with either an approval vote or disapproval vote. Disapproval requires an additional ballot. Approval with comments requires the committee to address the comments to the reviewer’s satisfaction and for technical comments will result in a reballot focused on the changes.
Please indicate whether your comment is editorial or technical in nature. Please identify the page and paragraph related to your comment and for technical comments provide an explanation and suggestion for improvement.
You may record editorial comments directly in the document utilizing change bars (in order to do that you will have to disable the editing protection – found in the review panel of Word). 

When providing editorial comments in a text file, please identify the page, paragraph and possibly sentence. Use square brackets [ ] to indicate text to be omitted and curly braces { } to indicate text to be added, and provide enough context to make the nature of the suggestion self-evident or put additional information in the body of the comment.  For example: 

          [c]{C}haracter

          it[']s meaning is not defined
Comments can be made either by adding electronic comments to the Word document of the draft Error Model Annex, or by recording your comments in a separate text document.
